MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

FINANCIAL INSTITUTION DATA MATCH

DELINQUENT CHILD SUPPORT OBLIGORS

Family Services, hereinafter referred to as the Cabinet, and                                                               , hereinafter referred to as the Second Party,

WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, Kentucky Revised Statutes (KRS) 205.175, provide that the use or disclosure of information is permitted in the administration of the Child Support Program and other programs which are federally assisted and which provide assistance or services directly to individuals on the basis of need; and


WHEREAS, 42 U.S.C. 651 et seq; 45 C.F.R. Parts 302 and 303 require the administration of the Child Support Program and the requirements set forth by the Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996; and


WHEREAS, the Second Party, enters into an agreement with the Cabinet for Health and Family Services to exchange information by an automated data exchange system implemented and managed through the Child Support Program of the Cabinet or its authorized agent.


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The Cabinet for Health and Family Services by signing this agreement,

a. Has access to all identifying information for each obligated parent who owes an arrearage and who the Cabinet has identified to the Second Party through a data match for the purpose of monitoring and auditing; and

b. Has access to all identifying information available to a financial institution if deemed necessary by the Cabinet to provide service to a recipient of child support services; and

c. Agrees to pay the Second Party a fee not to exceed $250 per fiscal year quarter, or the actual cost to the financial institution for operating the data match, whichever is less.

2. The Second Party by signing this agreement,

a. Agrees to comply with all confidentiality requirements set forth in KRS 205.175 and 921 KAR 1:020 concerning information pertaining to applicants and recipients of child support services; and including those restrictions as to which financial institutions employees shall have access to Cabinet records;

b. Agrees to participate in the automated exchange of data whereby they agree to provide, on a quarterly basis, identifying information for each child support obligor who owes past due support and maintains an account at the financial institution. 

c. Agrees to provide information to the Cabinet on a quarterly basis in the format prescribed by the Financial Institution Data Match Specifications Handbook using either Method One or Method Two.  Method One – Submit by March 8, June 8, August 8, and December 8 of each calendar year, data files of all open accounts to the Cabinet or the Cabinet’s authorized agent, for the data match.  Report all information required by the Cabinet or the Cabinet’s authorized agent on any account maintained by the financial institution.  Method Two -  Request the Cabinet to send the inquiry file to the financial institution’s agent.  Match the inquiry file of obligors identified and provided by the Cabinet or by the Cabinet’s authorized agent, against all open accounts maintained by the financial institution.  Submit a report of all matched accounts to the Cabinet or its authorized agent by March 8, June 8, August 8, and December 8 of each calendar year of receipt of the inquiry file. 
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d. Send to the Cabinet or it’s authorized agent all notices, paperwork, tapes or other communications from the financial institution regarding the financial institution data match program at a time designated by the Cabinet.  The Cabinet’s authorized agent at this time is Informatix, Inc. whose mailing address is:

e. Agrees that pursuant to KRS Chapter 205.776 a fee of no more than twenty dollars ($20.00) may be deducted from the identified account prior to remitting any funds to the Cabinet.

f. Understands and agrees that files supplied by the Cabinet’s authorized agent may at times contain obligor information from the Interstate Data Exchange Consortium (IDEC) of which the Cabinet is a member.  The Second Party agrees that this information will be handled under the same policies and procedures as specified in this Agreement.  Current EPLN member states are Alabama, Arkansas, Delaware, Georgia, Kentucky, Louisiana, New Mexico, North Carolina, Oklahoma, Pennsylvania, South Carolina, South Dakota, Tennessee,  Virginia, and West Virginia, with states being added on an ongoing basis.

3. The terms and conditions of this agreement will be deemed amended to comply with future legal requirements.
